Role Modeling Do’s and Don’ts

DOs


• Offer your mentee a smile and a warm welcome each day.


• Say hi to your mentee’s teacher.


• If the teacher is giving a lesson when you arrive, sit down near or next to your     mentee and nonverbally greet them. Listen attentively to the teacher. If your mentee wants to start talking with you, quietly say “Later”.


• Be on time.


• Be cheerful.

DON’Ts

• Don’t socialize with other mentors in the room other than on task-related topics. 


• Don’t talk with your mentee while the teacher or another student is talking. 


• Don’t be loud in the hallway either with your mentee or other mentors. 


• Don’t get into rough housing or play fighting with your mentee. (Some will want you to very much!) especially on the playground. 


• No cussing or use of foul language. And do not allow your mentee to cuss.*


(*Tell your mentee that it is not good to do at school. Acknowledge that it may be acceptable at home, but it is not allowed at school. Many children have home rules that are different than the school rules.)


• Do not pick up your mentee including no piggy back rides. Again, a number of mentees will try to get you to do this on the playground. If they jump on you, tell them kindly that there’s a Trailblazers rule that you are not allowed to have them do this. (You might get hurt.)
