Contemporary World Literature Senior Letter Project



Throughout the year we’ve read stories from different parts of the world and from different cultural perspectives.  In each novel/collection of stories the author had his/her own message to us, his/her readers.

Now it is time for you to tell your stories.

For this project, you will be telling your story in the form of letters to people that have influenced you in positive and/or negative ways.  Through each letter you will reveal a piece of yourself and give insight into the person that you have become/are becoming.

Each letter must be directed to a specific person or group of people and have a specific purpose.  Letters can take many forms:


Thank you for . . . something someone did, supporting you, praising you .  . .

Apology for . . . something you did, something you didn’t do, something you should have done . . .


Looking forward to . . . changes you will make, things you will do, opportunities that you have . . .


Sharing . . . thinks that you’ve not been able to say in person, confessions . . . 


Closure . . . for things that happened in the past, things that you are just coming to terms with . . . 


Express dissatisfaction . . . for past events, someone letting you down, for letting yourself down . . . 

Each letter must have the following parts – each its own paragraph or more:

1.  Introduction – Ease into your topic and set the tone of the letter


2.  A specific anecdote or event that occurred or will occur soon


3.  How that event in paragraph 2 has/will impact you.  What are the results?  How are you different?

4.  Closing – Thank them, if appropriate.  Say something nice.
Remember, when we look at all your letters together, you want to reveal the key moments in your life and show how you’ve grown/how you feel about your future.

Each letter must be type written and look like a letter.  Turn in all letters together.
A total of 8 letters are required.  

This project is due Thursday, May 17th and will count for at least 10% of your semester grade (final exam).
